A Yapese ovned movie is an cxample
of semething YTC would like to dc and hes been thinking about doing for several
years, but now when it looks like there is a chance for the Yapese to run their own
movie, YIC isn't sure it is going to have $1,500 neceded to start a movie, If you
would a Yapsse company to operate the movie, and would like Yapese to help choose
what movies will be shown, you will be making this possible if you invest more mo=-
ney in YTC.

However, it is tentatively planned to start the canal clearing sometime
in MARCH of next year.

a twelve-year, (175,000,000 "stringless" loan in the form of manufactured goods and

technical services.

In Jakarta, INDONESIA -~ President Sukarno narrowly escaped death last week when un~
known assassins threw four hand grenades at him. Sukarno was unhurt, Seven persons
were injured, all children, All were understood to be badly hurt. Later, Sukarno
said: "Let us stick together in our grief, May God protect us all",

The State Department confirmed that the United States had released about $10,000,000
of $40,000,000 in Egyptian assets frozen during last year!s SUEZ CRISIS.
