C u r  f o l l o w i n g  conference vas  w i t h  t h e  educa t ion  department wh ich
was conducted and proceeded i n  t h e  sage manner as t h a t  o f  the f i r s t .  H e r e  moro
problems were brought  f o r t h ,  T h e  Educa t iona l  A d m i n i s t r a t o r )  I n t e rmed ia te  School
p r i n c i p a l ,  and many o t h e r  i n te rmed la te  teachers  were i n  the g a t h e r i n g .

chandise and 2 )  new investments .  L a t e l y  YTC has been lower ing  i t s  p r i c e s  wh i l e  a t
the sane t ime  o f f e r i n g  more c o s t l y  s e r v i c e  t o  i t s  customers ( f o r  i n s tance  b e t t e r

In  a d d i t i o n ,  t h e  c o u n c i l  d i sc losed  p lans  t o  s e t  up a  nuc lea r  s t o c k p i l e  under  t h e
j u r i s c a c t i o n  o f  General  Lau r i s  Nors tad as  commander o f  the  U n i t e d  S ta tes  Forces
i n  Europe. H e  i s  a l s o  Supreme Commander o f  a l l  HATO f o r c e s .  T h e  c o u n c i l  s a i d
tha t  t h e  Un i t ed  S ta tes  must a l s o  make i t  p l a i n  t h a t  i t s  armaments were in tended
"on ly  as a  s h i e l d  t o  prevent  war  and t o  g i v e  us  an  oppo r tun i t y  t o  persuade t h e
Russians t o  agree t o  a  se t t l ement  o f  t h e  d i f f e r e n c e s  between us t o  t h e  g r e a t e s t
extent p o s s i b l e  and t o  a  r e l i a b l y  enforced system o f  disarmament".

President Eisenhower l a y  i l l  a t  the  Wh i t e  House l a s t  week o f  blockage o f  a  branch
of a  b r a i n  a r t e r y  -  a  c o n d i t i o n  commonly c a l l e d  a  s t r o k e .
